Min/Max Ordinance 14c

The Min/Max program with IMLRMA (this covers work comp and property/liability insurance) is up for
renewal. This program starts at a lower cost; however, if there significant claims in a year, the City
would pay more than if we would have for the traditional plan. 11 years of the City's data was
reviewed and showed that by using the min/max plan over the past 11 years, the City would have
saved $450,000. Upon completing the first year with the min/max program, the City has not had to
pay more than the minimum amount. IMLRMA did not raise our rates for 2021.

The total minimum annual cost for the min/max program is $263,264. The maximum amount we
would have to pay is $407,046. The traditional program would be an annual cost of $335,155.
